Resisting using a light coloured pencil first to resist darker colours layered
on top.

Incising using a fine engraver to incise fine lines.

Layering building up several layers of different coloured pencils to achieve
a final richer colour.

Burnishing pressing very heavily with a light colour or a blender pencil on
top of the layers to push the colour into the grain of the paper and blend
the colours together giving a painterly effect.

Lifting using low-tack sticky-backed plastic to lift additional fine veins.

Step 2
Now we are going to give some shape or form to the leaf
by shading in any areas of strong shadow with a range of warm
greys. For the darkest green of the leaf we use a grey that is at
east a tone darker otherwise it will not darken the green. I suggest
using a warm grey V and for the lighter green a warm grey IV. For
the lighter cream areas around the edge of the leaf use a warm grey IL.
Vary the pressure as you apply the colour pressing more heavily for
darker areas and less heavily in the paler parts. To obtain a smooth
covering apply the colour using small shallow ellipses. Be sure to leave any
areas of highlight white. It is better to leave more rather than less as you can
always add more colour but you can't get back the white of the paper.
